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The barcode software( www.barcodemaking.com)  needs to be able to access the .Net Framework 
2.0 and if it has not been turned on, activated in Windows 10, the software will not be able to run 
and will show an error. 

Please note that you will need administrator privileges to install .NET Framework 3.5 (includes .NET 
2.0 and 3.0) 

Access the Control panel 
Move the mouse pointer to the Start button, it’s the shown by the red arrow marked 1 (image 
below), then please click on the Right mouse button and then please click on Control Panel, shown by 
the red arrow marked 2 (image below) 
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In the Control Panel, please click on Programs, please look at the image below.
