PhoneThemes Studio Quick-Start Guide
As a bit of a starter (there’s no help in the application yet) here’s a quick guide to get you started:

Registration
After first installation you will need to register the application – this is quick and easy:

1. Click ‘Next’ on the “Welcome to the PhoneThemes Studio” page 
2. If this is the first time you have started the application just press ‘Next’ in the “Unlock PhoneThemes Studio” page 
3. Enter at least a name for you as a Author, a usable email address, and a password (and then retype to verify) then press ‘Next’ in the Registration Information page 
4. Wait to receive an email with your unlocking code then press ‘Back’ twice to go back to the “Unlock PhoneThemes Studio” page 
5. Enter your email and unlocking code then press ‘Next’ in the “Unlock PhoneThemes Studio” page 
6. To install your Phonethemes on any of your phones you need to tell the toolkit which phone you have.  For a complete list of supported devices go to: http://www.phonethemes.com/default.aspx?action=platform&op=1&strLang=en. In the “Register Author Devices” page enter a name for your device, the IMEI (type *#06# into your phone) and importantly selected the correct platform type.  Repeat for all devices you want to support.  When you’re done press ‘Next’ 
7. That’s it!  Press ‘Finish’ and toolkit will start. 
Create a Theme
Quick guide to creating your first theme:

1. When you start the toolkit the “Welcome to the Theme Creation Wizard” page appears.  Press ‘Next 
2. Replace “My Theme 1” with a name that you want to choose for your theme then leave all the platforms checked and press ‘Next’ 
3. Simply press ‘Next’ in the Colour Scheme page 
4. Select a background for your phonetheme – this should be a typical Windows image file such as a BMP, JPG, GIF or PNG file.  Use the Browse button to the right of the text field. 
5. Select a source movie file for your phonetheme – this should be a GIF/PNG or a the first frame of a sequence of JPG/BMP/PNG/GIF (e.g. frame0001.jpg).  You can also select GIF/PNG files with transparency settings.  Again use the Browse button to the right of the text filed.  

6. Press ‘Next’ then in “Selection Summary” press ‘Finish’ and the toolkit editing space will appear showing the three device types you can create a theme for. 
7. From here you can edit the themes, move thngs about, change images, set colours, etc.  

Publishing

When you’re done you can then choose to publish your theme to either your own device or to our server where you can begin selling your content:

1. Select Tools->Publishing Wizard 
2. Select ‘Next’ in the “Welcome to Publishing Wizard” page 
3. If you previously entered a device during registration then you can put a check next to that device to publish your theme to it immediately.  If you did not use the “Edit Devices” to add one now” When you’re done press ‘Next’  Wait for the success message to appear (if publishing to your device) and press ‘OK’. 
4. Select the Name, categories, description and price level that you would like to publish your theme on our server to and press ‘Next’.  If you would prefer not to publish to our server then don’t fill in any information just press ‘Next’ 
5. If publishing to the server then this step can take a while (this needs to be improved!).  When it’s complete you will have successfully published your theme!  If you published locally (to your device) then you will find your theme under the My Documents\My Phonethemes folder on your computer. 
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
